Management & Use of BOSQ 406 mhz Personal Locator Beacons ( PLBs)
Personal Locator Beacons ( PLB’s), when activated, send a distress signal to the Australian Maritime Safety Authority in Canberra, with an accurate fix on the location of the person in distress. This emergency situation and location is then communicated to Emergency Services in the area of concern.

PLB’s should only be used when there is a threat of grave and imminent danger. In the event of an emergency, communication should first be attempted with others close by using radios, phones and other signalling devices. Mobile phones can be used but should not be relied upon as they can be out of range, have low batteries or become water-damaged.
1. Guidelines for Use of BOSQ PLB’s
1. Carriage of PLB’s by walk leaders is strongly recommended on all club bush walks
2. The PLB is to be activated in a bushwalking emergency only where there is a life threatening situation or imminent danger.
3. The PLB should be activated in a clear open area to ensure satellite contact

4. PLB’s are to be carried within easy reach 
5. It is the walk leader’s responsibility to collect and return the PLB from the  nominated  members managing the PLB’s 
2. Guidelines for Management of BOSQ PLB’s
1. PLB’s to be registered in the name of BOSQ,  with 3 committee members listed as contacts.

2. One committee member to manage the PLB’s,  maintaining a register of who is using them. A delegate to be appointed if the manager is away.

3. Walks can be registered on the PLB website.

4. Manager to test the PLB’s as recommended by the manufacturer 
5. Manager to arrange replacement batteries should the PLB have been activated

6. Basic training in use of PLB’s is recommended for all walks leaders
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
