Sunday 20 September DW  Horseshoe Falls M 5 5
Leader: Neil D Petrol: $20
Water: 1-2 litres Meet: Palmdale Shopping Centre, Upper Mt. Gravatt (opposite Garden City) 7 a.m. or Numinbah Hall 8.15 a.m.
 This is a new area for the club.  First we follow a part of the Gold Coast Great Walk towards the base of Springbrook, then when we get to an old farm near the start of the main climb we turn south off the track and start heading up the creek towards Horseshoe Falls.  The creek soon enters a small gorge and there are lots of easy slabby sections to negotiate.  Eventually we come to a small, sheer waterfall where we leave the creek and head up the slope to an unusual feature.  From here  there are good views of Horseshoe Falls not far away, but we don't actually go to the base because the creek is choked with lantana beyond this point.   We follow an old farm or forestry road back to the cars.  (Note: If the weather is at all wet the walk will be altered or cancelled as the slabs along the creek would be treacherous.)

 This walk passes through a wide combination of Lamington National Park terrain, ranging from rainforest to open cliff tops.
 There are good views of Numinbah Valley and Mt Warning.  We will finish with a cup of coffee and a lamington back at Binna Burra after the walk.

 It's been a long time since the club walked in to Girraween from Wallangarra along the border, so that's what I propose to do this year.  After a not very long car shuffle between Girraween and Wallangarra, we'll start walking in along the border fire trail to eventually reach West Bald Rock.  After climbing this, we'll continue past Middle Rock to South Bald Rock to climb it and camp at the base for the night.  On Sunday we'll head north to the vicinity of Billy Goat Hill then off-track to explore the area south of the Aztec Temple before reaching the Underground Creek.  We may have time to explore the waterfalls downstream from Roberts Waterhole before heading to Park HQ to finish.  Mostly on fire trails with some off-track walking on Sunday.
 If I'm unlucky enough not to get vehicles to participate in the car shuffle I may have to do a circular walk in the national park visiting some different areas.

The weather is starting to warm up so  I decided a nice creek walk might be appropriate for October. The walk will start at the end of the Illimbah Road (not Binna Burra) so it is a fairly long walk (approx. 20 klms) but it is not hard.
The first part of the walk is through farmland until we pick up a track which will take us to the Coomera River. From there we will follow a route known as “the old cedar track” (once used to extract timber from the area). The track can be rather rough in parts and there are numerous river crossings along the way (approx. 13) so wet feet can be expected.   Lunch (and a swim) will be at the Gwongoorool pool. After lunch we will make our way uphill towards Binna Burra but we will branch off the track to Binna Burra and continue on down the Illinbah track. We will pass through attractive sclerophyll forest and will eventually arrived back at the Coomera River, back through the farm land and back to the cars.
 Even though it is a fairly long walk it is not hard and suitable for October conditions and most reasonable  fit people.

Alan will be our flower identification expert.
We will camp at Mulligans Hut camp which has showers and flush toilets and covered cooking areas.  The days should be warm and sunny with cool nights.  There are two swimming holes close to the campsite to cool off in.  People can stay for up to a week but it is certainly worth staying for at least 4 nights as there is so much to see.
Why not arrange some time off work, and slot this break into your calendar before the pre-Christmas rush and summer heat!

Last October I had almost a week around Barrington Tops but was prevented by storms, rain and snow from doing a proposed 3 day throughwalk on the plateau.
This November I am doing another short trip to Barrington Tops specifically to have a second crack at the throughwalk.  However, to save time I will fly to Newcastle and hire a vehicle.  (During sale periods fares to Newcastle are regularly available for $49 including luggage or even lower.)
This is being offered as an official club trip.  I will fly to Newcastle then drive to a caravan park at Gloucester or to camp at Polblue on the Tops on the first night, depending on weather.  Next morning we start a 2½ day throughwalk south across the plateau to Careys Peak and other southern lookouts.  (Walking is fairly level as the starting point is at almost 1500 m.) The last night will be at Gloucester to freshen up before returning home.
You don't necessarily have to fly to Newcastle to do the trip.  It's possible to take a train to Gloucester, and there's also the option of driving all the way for those who have the time.  You can either officially nominate or else get on the “interested” list to be informed when cheap air fares come up again.
